THE NEW PARK

Cost estimates used initially were much lower than later figures showed.
$12 Million in General Obligation Bonds (first in County History for non-
school purposes) were authorized in 2002.

A very elaborate project was “announced”. AVOC totaled the costs and
came up with a figure of $21,141,000. A review of the project as bid

and being constructed shows both a Community Center and a Senior
Center. The Senior Center is needed and can provide a meeting place
for community activities when not in use by Seniors- which is a lot of time.
Is a new Community Center needed ahead of Ball-fields, Pool, Roads
Improvements etc? After all, we have a Civic Center and a 1200 seat
Auditorium at nearby North Oconee High School.

Citizens need to monitor this and other projects and county spending.
Questions about status and priorities would be healthy for our community.
